On Sept. 12, 1988, three 
former LUHS students lost their 
lives in a fatal car accident. Pete 
Chohan, Lisa Collins and Jason 
Delmar were killed instantly as 
the car they were in collided with 
a pickup, near Albany. 

Each of these students were 
personable to all, showing 
outstanding qualities in 
leadership, involvement and 
academics. 

On Sept. 15, 1988, LUHS held 
a memorial for these three 
students. During the week of the 
incident the school was filled 
with sorrow. 

Chohan was the 1987-
1988 ASB President. He was a 
member of the WARRIOR 
IMAGE staff and Key Club. 
Chohan also played football for 
LUHS. 

Collins and Chohan were 
members of the student anti­
drug group, OSSOM, (Oregon 
Student Safety On the Move). 

Chohan, Collins and 
Delmar were all active in local 
churches. 

Collins was in a community 
group that was opposed to drugs, 
along with track at LUHS. 

Delmar was in the top ten 
percent of his graduating class. 
He was also a member of the 
National Honor Society. 

The last years of their lives 
can be an inspiration to all. They 
were individuals who gave time 
and effort to LUHS and to the 
community of Lebanon. 

In the later parts of the school year 
three more recent graduates of LUHS were 
killed. 

Bill Jones, Robert Lawson and Bill 
Boyd passed away in the spring of '89. All 
were in unrelated incident$. 

Due lo printing deadlines the year­
book staff was unable to place these fellow 
graduates e:flensiuely on this memorial page.

"Many students 
want to pet Rather, but 
to re-enforce the train­
ing, they should ask me 
first." Aimee explained 
how the training 
teaches the dog to get 
her approval before 
petting, or he gets nerv­
ous because of his pro­
tection instincts. "And 
let the dog sniff your 
hand before petting 
him," she adds. 

"The CCI has be­
come so successful in 
training the dogs that 
they will be opening a 
branch training cen­
ters in different parts 
of the country," says 
Aimee. 

The dogs must go 
through several 
months of intense 
training before they 
are allow to be placed. 
The more jobs and serv­
ice they required to do­
- the longer the train-

ing takes. 
The most 

common dogs used 
are the golden 
retrivers and black 
and yellow labs. 
German shepards 
are used occasion­
ally, says Aimee.

Typing 1 and 2 stu­
d en ts learned letters, 
numbers, and symbols on 
the keyboard. After that, 
they typed personal husi­
ness letters and forms.

The average words 
per minute for a Typing 1 
student was approxi­
mately 40, compared to 
anywhere between 50 and 
55 words per minute for 
the Typing 2 students. 

Some students 
earned recognition for 
their quick fingers.
